Topics include perpetration, collaboration,
and local reaction; documentation, physical
evidence, and testimony; the history, responses,
and resistance of Jews and other victim groups;
and aspects of historical memory and representa-
tion. Participants include scholars from France,
Germany, Israel, the Netherlands, Ukraine, and
the United States.
